What is MUJER?

MUIJER is a non-profit organization that works with the Latin-American community and has worked
closely with young Latinas in the Jane-Finch neighbourhood to encourage and celebrate your potential
as leaders.

Why a conference for Latina youth from the Jane-Finch community?

The Jane/Finch neighbourhood reflects one of the most ethnically diverse areas in all of Toronto and
also houses the largest population of youth, sole support families, immigrants and refugees, and low-
income public housing tenants in Toronto (p. 5, A Report of the Jane-Finch Street Involved Youth Issues
Coalition, December 2002). This social reality is one that makes the youth that live in this area more
vulnerable to discrimination and institutional barriers. MUJER believes that it is important to enable
Latina youth to enhance their natural leadership skills and to create conditions that will increase
opportunities and improve both individuals and the community.

What are the themes of the conference and why?

The themes of the conference are STEREOTYPES, CULTURE and GENERATIONAL DIFFERENCES, and
IDENTITY. After speaking to 20 Latina youth in order to better understand the problems you confront
daily, we learned that these three themes were extremely repetitive, and extremely frustrating for
youth.
